SUMMARY. The present article proposes a method to estimate the true number
of inventors at a company. The procedure is based on two assumptions: each patent is
invented by one author only; the author with the biggest number of patents is not the
true inventor of this patent. The compliance matrix of patents and the co-authors of the
company is built, thus if author j is the author (a co-author) of invention i, the matrix
element is set to 1. Otherwise, it is assigned the value 0. The authors with the biggest
number of patents are declared not true inventors if they are not the only authors of these
patents. If they are the only authors, they are the true inventors. Following this, those
elements of the matrix should be redefined which correspond to untrue inventors equal
to 0. The next author with the maximum number of patents is found and these steps
are repeated until each patent is given one author only, i.e. the true inventor of this
patent. It is shown that if there are N authors (co-authors) of M patents in a company,
then the number of its true inventors is not equal to N and is limited to the range [1; M].
In the article we have drawn an example of the application of the given method and
have given the summary of the results for 12 Tyumen companies.
