SUMMARY. The article focuses on the idea of patriarchic authority in the works
of Jean Bodin and Robert Filmer. It also examines the development and interrelation
of two key approaches to this issue which prevailed in Western Europe in the XVI-XVII
centuries. The transformation of this idea in the early modern period is of interest in the
context of the emergence of nation-states and their approval of the monarch absolute
power principle. Bodin and Filmer appeal to the idea of the patriarch power due to the
general trend, but the origin of the concepts belongs to different traditions. The authors
seek to identify a number of similarities and differences in approaches to the formation
of the absolute power theory through patriarchal concepts — legal (rationalistic) with
reference to the existing laws and religious (in this case — Christian) which is based
on Scripture and divine law. The existence of these approaches led to the idea of the
peculiarities of perception of the absolute monarchy in England and France.

SUMMARY. The High Church, clergies and royal power in Pre-revolutionary
England were concerned with free and unlimited preaching. The article is focused on
the sermon preached by John Donne in 1622 which supported the Royal policy aimed
to bound preaching as a tool of verbal communication with parishioners. John Donne,
following King James I, calls upon to use the catechism consisting of 39 articles and
the two books of Homilies. Donne is standing up for the existing order and calls the
subjects for obedience.

In his sermon John Donne touched upon the 20" verse of Chapter 5, Book of Judges,
which was the beginning point of his next discourse. The preacher and poet describes
in details his understanding of the concept of order. He was for uniformity in the
sphere of faith and worship. John Donne emphasized that the order implied the unity
of the head and members, the King and subjects, the ruler and parishioners based on
the obedience to decrees of power.
