Summary

The article of Professor Kondratiev examines the Concepts of “Freedom”,
“Liberty”, and “Property” in Pre-revolutionary England. The material of the litigations
and commons debates, which is researched in the paper, allowed to conclude that in
pre-Revolutionary England common lawyers and commoners had the definite views
on the liberties and property. Most of them protested straight against arbitrary
imprisonment of the subjects by the royal power. The main liberties in their view-
points are freedom from taxation except and legislation with their own consent. Property
lay at the center of debate on the liberties.
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
