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TRANSHUMANISM AND LAW: SOCIOCULTURAL ASPECT

Abstract. In the article, the author examines transhumanism from the standpoint of its perception by socio-
cultural groups. As such, the author selects some of the world religions (Buddhism, Islam, Judaism), since each of
them represents a holistic worldview shared by a significant number of followers. Despite the presence of various
movements in each world religion (from liberal to radical), they are united by common attitudes that claim to give
prescriptions regarding certain social phenomena that shape attitudes towards them. In this regard, transhumanism
appears to be another challenge for world religions. The author shows that, despite all their differences, one can
trace a commonality in the attitude of religion to the idea of human improvement and understanding the limits of
such development. Law and religion, being in constant interaction, prepare the ground for the legal regulation of
transhumanism.
