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TOURIST AND RECREATIONAL POTENTIAL
OF THE ISLANDS KUYBYSHEYV RESERVOIR

Annotation. The article is devoted to the issues of comprehensive assessment of the
tourism and recreational potential of the islands of the Kazan region of the Kuibyshev
reservoir. When assessing the tourism and recreational potential of it is suggested to take
into account such indicators as natural attractiveness, cultural and cognitive value,
transport and infrastructural accessibility, the presence of environmental risks for natu-
ral objects and their visitors. According to the results of the study, island territories with
high, medium and low tourist and recreational potential were identified. This work is a
generalization of the results of field studies carried out by the author on the island territo-
ries of Kuibyshev reservoir in 2018-2021.
